Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility generally normal to slightly below normal rainfall likely over the district during 25th to 01st May 2025.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 02nd to 08th May 2025.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 34°C to 38°C over the coastal of the district during next week. 25th to 01st May 2025.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 34°C to 38°C over the coastal of the district during next week. 02nd to 08th May 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 24°C to 28°C over the coastal of the district during next week 25th to 01st May 2025.

Minimum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 24°C to 28°C over the coastal of the district during next week 02nd to 08th May 2025.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 26. 04. 2025 & 27.04.2025. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Agriculture:

Due to hot and humid conditions, discomfort weather is likely at isolated pockets over the district during next two days (26.04.2025 & 27.04.2025). Hence farmers are advised to plan their field activities during morning and evening hours and avoid working in the field during 12 noon to 4 Pm. Stay safe and take care. Drink adequate water.
Wind with the speed of 14 to 20 kmphis expected for the next five days. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya, Guava and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support. Postpone the spraying activity.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Brinjal, Drumstick & Animal Husbandry)
Brinjal: 
To increase the yield of Brinjal, give foliar spraying with vegetable booster @ 5 gram/litre along with sticking agent in 15-day intervals after 30 days of planting.
Spraying should be done only during the early morning or evening hours. 
Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours. 
Drumstick: 
Due to the high maximum temperature, there is a chance of the incidence of Pod flies in the Moringa field. The symptoms are drying and splitting of fruits from the tip and oozing of gummy exudate from fruit.  
Collect and destroy all the fallen and damaged fruits. 
Use attractants like citronella oil, eucalyptus oil, vinegar (Acetic acid), dextrose, or lactic acid. 
Set up pheromone traps at 7Nos. per Acre. 
Spray insecticides like Nimbecidine @ 3ml/litre at the time of 50% fruit set and 35 days later, 
Since the current daytime temperature is very high, Spraying should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Animal Husbandry:
Farmers are advised to deworm their goats for Round / Tap Worms for the months of May and June. Farmers can contact the nearby veterinarian for deworming their goats. Deworming should be done in the morning hours while the goats are in an empty stomach.
