General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (04th to 10th July 2025):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility generally below normal rainfall likely over the district during 04th to 10th July 2025.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally normal and are likely to be in the range 34°C to 38°C over the coastal of the district during next week. 04th to 10th July 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be generally normal and are likely to be in the range 24°C to 28°C over the coastal of the district during next week 04th to 10th July 2025.

Agriculture:

Due to hot and humid conditions, discomfort weather is likely at isolated pockets over the district during next Two days (02.07.2025 & 03.07.2025). Hence farmers are advised to plan their field activities during morning and evening hours and avoid working in the field during 12 noon to 4 Pm. Stay safe and take care. Drink adequate water.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Cotton, Chilly, Brinjal & Animal Husbandry)
Cotton: 
The incense of Pink bollworm is noticed in Cotton crops. It attacks the buds, rosette flowers and immature bolls drop off, discoloured lint and burrowed seeds. 
To manage this, spray any one of the following insecticides Chlorantraniliprole @ 100ml or  Fipronil @ 300ml per acre.  
Chilly:
The occurrence of Fusarium wilt was noticed in Chilly.  Fusarium wilt is characterized by wilting of the chilly plant, an upward and inward rolling of the leaves occurs and leaves turn yellow and die. Generally, appear in localized areas of the field, where a high percentage of the plants wilt and die, although scattered wilted plants may also occur. 
To avoid this, use wilt-resistant varieties. Seed treatment with 4-10 gms of Trichoderma viride formulation per kg of seed is more effective.  Mix 2kg of T.Viride formulation with 50kg FYM, sprinkle water and cover with a thin polythene sheet.   
When mycelia growth is visible on the heap after 15 days, apply the mixture in rows of chilly plants in an area of one acre. 
To control, spray Azoxystrobin 18.2% + Difenconazole11.4%SC @ 25ml per 10 litres of water.

Brinjal: 
Due to the Prevailing weather condition the incense of leaf Spot in Brinjal. During rainy and cloudy weather, the attack of leaf spot will be heavy. 
To control the leaf spot disease, spray any one of the following 2 gm Copper oxychloride or 2 ½ gm Zineb per litre of water.

Animal Husbandry:
Farmers are advised to feed greens and straw to the milking cow in 50:50 ratios, as half quantity in the morning and half in the evening after milking. 
Do not change the fodder and its quantity, it can be changed gradually.  
Long and hard stem fodders should be cut into small pieces before feeding the Cow. 
Better to feed the cow with a mixture of young foliage and dry grass with hay. 
Silage should be given after the milking. Concentrate feeds should be given in the morning and evening hours with equal distribution.
