	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain during 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7 May. Maximum temperature would be 35℃ and the minimum temperature would be 27℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 18-22 Kmph from, Southwest & South directions.


General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorms & lightning with light rain is likely to occur at one or two places over the district on 3 & 4 May 2025. 

Gusty Wind with a speed of 30 to 40 kmph is expected for the same days. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya, Guava and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support. 

Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees, and don’t tie the animals to electric poles. Provide safe shelter.
Agriculture:

Due to hot and humid conditions, discomfort weather is likely at isolated pockets over the district during next two days (03.05.2025 & 04.05.2025). Hence farmers are advised to plan their field activities during morning and evening hours and avoid working in the field during 12 noon to 4 Pm. Stay safe and take care. Drink adequate water.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Tomato, Brinjal & Animal Husbandry)
Tomato: 
The incidence of sucking pests like leaf hoppers, Thrips, whitefly, and spiraling whitefly may be noticed in the Horticultural crop fields. 

Hence, farmers are advised to monitor the sucking pests by installing yellow sticky traps @ 5 Nos./acre.  

For severe infestation, spray any one of the following, Neem Seed Kernel Extract @ 50g/lit. of water or Neem oil @ 30ml per litre of water.

Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Brinjal: 
Farmers are advised to monitor the whitefly in the Brinjal field. 

To manage this, fix the yellow sticky trap at 5 Nos. per acre.  
Spray the mixture of 3ml Neem oil with 1ml Teepol (Sticky agent) per litre of water.
Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.

Animal Husbandry:
Heat stress can be managed by spraying/ sprinkling water directly on the body of animals for a period of 1 to 5 minutes at an interval of 30-60 minutes. 
Ensure adequate round-the-clock drinking water for animals, which should be provided under shade. 
Feeding should be practiced during the early morning, evening & night time. 
Prefer grazing during early morning & late evening hours to avoid the scorching heat.
