snapping.

Application of 10 kg zinc sulphate and 200 kg gypsum per
acre is recommended at the time of transplanting, in addition

to the recommended dose of nitrogen, Phosphorus and

Potassium.

Provide support with wooden poles to avoid lodging of tree

due to wind.
